she denated it to charity.

The 48-year-old, who has
been playing golf since her
teens, has had three aces at Lagu-
na National, and another at the
Orchid Country Club.

Her first ace was at the Clas-
sic course’s seventh in 2000. The
next came at Dendro’s fourth
during the Orchid Ladies Open
in 2002, earning that Mercedes.

The other two were at Lagu-
na Masters in 2003 (eighth hole)
and 2004 (17th).

Yesterday, she admitted feel-
ing some pressure as she stood
on the red tee of the 13th hole.

All her flight-mates, inciud-
ing her orthopaedic surgeon hus-
band Peter Lee, had landed on
the island-green with their tee
shots.

But she outdid them.

For the record, the chances of
getting an ace is 42,000-1.
